• The scope of the vision – both near medium 

and far (Jerusalem, Judea, Samaria, ends

– We need to keep depth of field – the ability 
to keep near and far in focus in the same 
picture

The Jerusalem conversation –

• Resources for the vision – power from on 
high

– We can’t because…..
–You CAN because you have been clothed 

with power from on high

The Galilean conversation –
Matt 28:16-20

• The activity of the vision – look to Jesus, and 
make disciples

–90% of those who trust Christ do so before 
their 21st birthday

–Half of the world’s population is under 25



The Galilean conversation 

• To win the world for Christ at 1000 converts 
a day 
– 16,450 years

• To win the world for Christ at 1 multiplying 
disciple every 6 months
–17 years
